Superannuation legislation allows your Self 
Managed Super Fund to use a Warrant Trust to 
buy assets such as residential property, commercial 
property, shares and art works (“assets”). 
 
Rather than borrow money at high rates, you can 
borrow money secured by your home or rental 
properties. This is at usual market interest rates. 
You can then lend that money to a Warrant Trust 
(generally for about 2% above that market 
interest rate). 
 

The money you lend to the Warrant Trust is 
lent on a Non-Recourse Basis. The Self 
Managed Super Fund can, at any time, 
abandon the asset and decide not to make any 
further repayments. You, as the lender, have 

the right to sell the asset. If there are any proceeds 
left after the loan is repaid, these proceeds will go 
into your Self Managed Super Fund. If there is not 
enough money to satisfy the amount outstanding on 
the loan, then bad luck. You can’t get the money 
from the Warrant Trust or your Self Managed Super 
Fund. You are the loser. This is why you normally 
would have your Self Managed Super Fund pay at 
least a 30% deposit for the purchase of the asset. 
 
The Warrant Trust holds the asset. Once the asset is 
paid off in full, the asset can be transferred from the 
Warrant Trust into your Self Managed Super Fund.
