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You can challenge a Will through the Supreme Court. You 
can challenge who gets your retail Superannuation in the 
Superannuation Complaints Tribunal (SCT) (This is unless 
you have a binding nomination made within 3 years of the 
date of your death – which is impossible if you had 
Alzheimer’s disease for those 3 years). 
 
But no one can challenge who gets your Super in a Self 
Managed Super Fund. It is a privilege given to the rich and 
astute people that can afford to have a SMSF. 
 
However, if you are not careful the other Trustees of the 
SMSF may well walk away with your Super. For example, if 
you and your wife die and the only remaining trustee is your 

oldest son then you are leaving it open for your oldest son to 
take everything. Nothing would then go to your other 
children. 
 
As you can tell from my comments above, we are not big 
believers in binding death benefit nominations – particularly 
in this Simpler Super environment. 
 
Therefore, we recommend that you get us to prepare a “Self 
Managed Superannuation Will”. This is a non-lapsing 
nomination. In this way if you lose mental capacity no one 
can stop the SMSF’s Super going exactly where you want it 
to go. It is a question of control.
